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HOW TO HOST YOUR

“JUST MARRIED GAME” SHOW

First let us put your mind at ease that this is going to be a great fundraiser for your organization! Now take a deep breath and follow these steps to a successful event…

1. Get your venue…try for someplace that has a small stage or raised platform to seat your contestant couples. And of course try to get something free or donated!

2. Permits…just do a double check with your venue and government offices about room/building capacities, parking, and etc.

3. Decide how you want to raise funds...

· Do you want to charge admission to the show? 

· Do you want to sell games?* 

· Do you want to charge an entry/application fee to prospective competing couples? 

· Do you want to solicit for prizes?
4. Decide who you want to participate…

· Do you want only LBGTQ couples or do you want to extend it to heterosexual couples, because any couple can play the game. 

· How many couples do you want to compete? 

· Do you want “famous” people to compete or “regular” couples?

5. How long do you want it to last? 3 couples playing 3 rounds takes about 20 minutes. 

6. Going public…

· Do you want a notable emcee? 

· Prepare and send your press release.

· Other advertising…fliers, mailers, ads, and etc.
7. What you’ll need for the actual game show

· A chair for each person competing

· A podium of sorts for the emcee

· 9 answer cards for each couple (poster board cut into 4 pieces are a good size). Dry erase boards are another excellent way to show answers.
· A secure place for non-answering partners to retreat. If that isn’t possible, seats could be turned back to back during questions and answers or a combination of earmuffs or blindfolds could be used.

· A large black marker for each couple (or dry erase markers).

· Use your imagination for decorating the “set”…hearts, love, rings, rainbows, etc. etc…
8. Staffing the game show, you’ll need…

· An emcee

· A “runner” to retrieve retreated partners

· A judge to decide whether or not an answer matches

· A scorekeeper

· Guinea pigs to practice working out all the details!

9. The way it works…
· The directions in the game will tell you how to run the game, with the only difference being that the partner who answers second CAN leave the room. It adds to the “drama” and timing to the game. It’s not necessary, but more fun in game show format. The other exception is that there is an emcee, not the contestants asking the questions.

· We also encourage you to sort through the game, find the questions that you find the most interesting and the questions that fit your audience the best.
* What’s involved in selling games at your event:

· You’ll get games at our wholesale cost with a minimum order of 6 games of one title. 

· You’ll sell them at your show for suggested retail cost, which will earn you approximately $7.50 per game sold. (If you sell Fag Hag, the price margin is $2.50 per game). Shipping cost is not included.

· Games you do not sell can be returned to us for full cost (less return shipping).

· Another option is taking pre-paid orders for the games at your show and then ordering your games from us. (However, people are more likely to buy if they can carry the product home with them.)
