INSTRUCTIONS
The Just Married Game (Well, in some states)

Object: To earn the most points for matching answers as a team after 3 rounds of play.

What You’ll Need: 

· Scoring paper

· Answer papers for each player

· Writing utensils for each team

Getting Started: 

· Choose a scorekeeper

· Write the team names on the score pad

· Each couple is a team. Each team decides who will be Player A and who will be Player B on their team.

· Player A for each team writes “A” on the top of their Answer Paper and Player B writes “B” on the top of theirs.

· Players will keep their answer papers throughout the game.

To Play: 

Each round players will mutually decide who will ask the questions (Card Reader) on the cards for that round. One card is equal to one round of play. Card Readers do NOT have to “sit out” during game play. He or she will answer their question in turn with the other players.
The person chosen to ask the question asks “Player A” on ALL TEAMS every question on the card beginning with the 1-Point question and continuing with the 3-Point and 5-Point questions. (“Player B” does not need to leave the room so long as he or she cannot see their partner’s written answers.) “Player A” writes his or her answer to each of the 3 questions, labeling them 1, 3, and 5 on their paper without letting “Player B” (their partner) on their team see the answer.
The Card Reader then says to “Player B” on each team, “I asked your partner this question … (reading the SAME question posed to “Player A” exactly as written) write down how you think he or she answered it.” This will be very important in game play as to limit the confusion as to about whom the question is written.

“Player B” will then write the answers that they believe will match their partner’s answer for each of the 3 questions on the card.

This method of play continues for 3 Rounds (asking a total of 9 questions per team).

Scoring:

After each round, the Card Reader asks the questions again of each team where they compare their answers out loud. If their answers match, they are awarded the points for each question they match.

Winning the Game: 

The points awarded per round are added together for each team’s total.  The team with the highest score after 3 rounds of play wins the game!
